Panel — How Green Infrastructure Can Play a Role in the Chesapeake Bay

The federal establishment of a total maximum daily load (TMDL) for nutrients flowing into
the Chesapeake Bay will require a variety of green infrastructure implementation mechanisms
to reduce the flow of nutrients, largely from non-point sources, into the Bay. Various
innovative financing techniques involving multiple sectors and multiple incentives will be
needed for implementation of this aggressive program. Among the topics addressed by this
panel, in addition to federal and state regulatory strategies, will be nutrient trading
opportunities, manure-to-energy projects and their financing, and mechanisms to involve the
agricultural sectors.
