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As Regional Counsel, Allyn is responsible for legal advice and counseling to the Regional
Administrator, Deputy Regional Administrator, and program offices within Region 10. She also
provides legal support for civil and criminal enforcement actions under all federal environmental
statutes throughout the Region. In addition to counseling on environmental law, Allyn and her
team of attorneys provide advice on matters including government ethics, contracts, grants,
employment and labor law, tribal law, and information law.
